held meetings with schoolteacher s in relation to the Department of Education and Skills policy on

Gaeltacht Education 2017-2022.

It is hoped that a draft document will be ready for community consultation and that our community
language plan will be ready for submission to  the Department of Culture, Heritage and the Gaeltacht for
approval by the end of the year. Following on from this, a 7-year implementation programme will
commence in 2018, pending plan approval. Acht na Gaeltachta affords our community a golden
opportunity to shape an d sustain our linguistic and Gaeltacht future on our own terms.
